Hopefully we will be out on the pond ice 

fishing and skating.  If there is snow, we may also be sledding.  Bring winter gear – hats, boots, 

mittens and gloves (several pair is preferred), thermal underwear, snow pants, sled, skates, ice 

fishing gear, snow shoes, etc. 

Bring enough winter gear to change into because clothes will get 

wet and you will get cold.  BE PREPARED!
