Heart of New England Turkey Shoot

The Heart of New England Council "Turkey Shoot" is a shooting contest where scouts can win 

prizes. This event is run by BSA trained and certified shooting sports instructors and volunteers.  

Boy Scouts will compete in a variety of shooting sports, including Archery, 3D Archery, Rifle, 

Shot Gun, Tomahawks, and Pellet Rifles. THIS IS A DAY EVENT ONLY! Units will participate 

in one (1) half day session and new this year – you may choose your session. Sessions will be 

available on a first come basis. 

 

• The Turkey shoot will cost $20 per scout.  The Troop will need to buy tickets for this event.   
One ticket registers five (5) Scouts and the cost is $100 per ticket. Units can book up to two 

(2) tickets for a total of 10 spots for their Scouts. 

 

Registration opens October 7th at 11:00am 
Shooting session times are as follows: 

There are TWELVE slots per session, consisting of 60 scout shooters. 

Session 1 Saturday 11/23 8:00am to 11:30am 
Session 2 Saturday 11/23 12:30 to 4:00pm 
Session 3 Sunday 11/24 8:00am to 11:30am 
Session 4 Sunday 11/24 12:30 to 4:00pm 

We are asking each Scout (or parent) to make some choices about this event.   

1. The first choice is whether the scout will be attending this event? 
2. The second choice will be which session works best for them, session 1, 2, 3 or 4?  

Based on the responses the Troop will register for the session that receives the most 
votes.   

3. The third choice will be does the scout want to camp out for this event?  The troop will 
camp one night, two nights or NO nights depending on the responses we get.    

There will a sign-up sheet on the Troop website linked to this event where scouts or parents 
can log in their choices for this event.  We need to have all responses in by Sunday, October 
6th at the latest so we can sign up as quickly as possible on October 7th. 
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
